Who can not participate? 
•	 Anyone who is currently using substances (alcohol or drugs) 
•	 Anyone who is currently hospitalized 

•	 Anyone who cannot provide consent for themselves 
•	 Anyone who has ever been diagnosed with a psychotic disorder 

What does it involve? 
•	 You participating in a 90 minute interview 

•	 Your daughter participating in a separate 90 minute interview 

What else? 

•	 You will receive $30 for participating in the interview. 
•	 Your daughter will receive $30 for participating in the interview. 

•	 We will maintain the confidentiality and privacy of the information you provide. 

•	 Your participation in the study is completely voluntary.
